American Disability Act

What is ADA? ‘“Barrier-free” legislation has been adopted by all levels of government in both Canada and
the United States. People who are visually impaired or physically handicapped are protected by this legislation.
The basic common tenet of the Act concerns the maximum allowable protrusion of any material, including
signs, to be no greater than 4” from a wall surface in a public access area. As most signage of the past is
greater than 4” in depth, this new legislation would render them as illegal projections. The only exception to
this would be their placement above head level. There are various other requirements in signage, however it is
this challenge that the sign industry is increasingly required to meet. Technilite Systems one sided signage
products meet and exceed this criterion.

NSTALLATION

Tools required: Phillips screwdriver, small level, tape
measure

Movable installation:

1. On the sign back, locate the top and centre.

2. Scribe a level line extending 4” on each side of centre 1 1/16"
down from the top of the desired location of the sign.

3. Place the mounting bracket on level line on the wall with the
bottom (holed flange) facing down.

4. Mark centre of both holes.

5. Attach bracket using screws provided by choosing the appropri-
ate method below:

e if into drywall or plaster use the anchors (not provided) (screw
anchors into wall with Phillips screwdriver)

e if into solid wood simply screw into place using the wood screws
(not provided)

e if into masonry use rawl plugs, tapcon or other similar fastener.

6. If you've purchased a sign that fits over an electrical receptacle,
the sign will have a flat plug. (custom ordered) Plug it in prior to
hooking sign onto mounting bracket.

7. Centre the sign over the desired location.

Permanent installation:

1. Should you wish to make the sign immovable, remove the clear
and white acrylic through the hinged top or side and then drill
two holes into wall through the bottom of the back pan.

2. Remove sign and add rawl plugs. (not provided)

3. Replace sign and affix screws.

To install graphic: |

1. Push up the hinged top or side of sign iand pull out the white
and clear acrylic “sandwich”. Note: if your sign is plugged in
but not lit, a power switch is located on Ihe centre bar near the
ballast. |

2. Remove protective plastic film from clear acrylic.

3. Place graphic between sandwich layers. Note: if graphic is lar-
ger than acrylic, trim graphic using a razor knife and the
acrylic as a template.

4. Replace sandwich into slot and close hinge.

Caution: Use a non-abrasive cleaner to clean the clear acrylic.

AMP REPLACEMENT

Ensure power is off (unplug cord or turn switch off)

and then remove lamp by rotating it 90°, unlocking

it from the fixture. Replace lamp with same watt-
age, and lock into place by rotating the lamp 90°.
